Mr. So is over 70 years old, and for many decades, he runs a flower sl-uop in
Central, which opens 365 dags a year, and closes very late at night. ]nitia"y, we
wanted to ask him about the hardship of his warlc, but he gave a very brief answer: “l do
it for interest, so it’s not toug]'l at all. Besides, my wife would also ]'ICIP out.” Mr. So is
a quict and easy-going man, for him, it seems, “cvcrything goes”, and our first attempt
of starting a conversation met with little success. But when we asked him about the
love story of him and his wti, he became another person...

Mr. and Mrs. So met because of their love of flowers, and for decades, their lives
are tied togcthcr by flowers. A beautiful coincic[cnt, Mrs. So’s first name is «“| an”,
meaning “orchid” in Chincsc, also haPPcns to be Mr. So’s favorite flower. In this song
about how Mr. 50 tcncling his Howcrs, we used flower as a mctapl'lor{:or his love for
his wife.
